Licensing Act 
There are changes coming up in the way that voluntary organisations will need to apply for 
licences to sell alcohol at events.  We previously had to apply to a Magistrates Court for an 
Occasional Permission to cover a one off, non profit making, events where alcohol was sold.  
To obtain the new Temporary Events Licence (TEN) you will have to apply to the local 
District Council and this must then be sent to the police at least 10 days before the event.  The 
TEN will only apply for events of up to 499 people.  All Clubs have been sent information but 
don’t hesitate to contact me if you need more.  Your District Council will also have all the 
information that you need.  The actual start date has not been announced yet but it is 
expected to commence in November.
