I have received some information regarding the trailer licence entitlement and that some 
companies have applied for VTS funding, by doing this they are now able to offer the 
training and testing at discounted rates. 
Costs may vary depending on where the test is taken but for an example a company is 
Hertfordshire (7Y) 
7Y Services carry out the trailer training followed by a test at either Shrewbury or 
Gloucester.  The training is carried out at the organisation’s farm at Leominister, but if 
enough interest and a suitable suit can be found, a trainer will travel to the site. 
 
Cost  
One days Training with VTS  £50.00 pp 
One days Training without VTS £70.00 pp 
Test      £90.00 pp
